Price changes are making news

|as the cost of lumber and ply-

wood continues to soar. Green f{fir
studs, as a typilcal example, sold
for as little as $48 per thousand
board feet in December 1966, $73
a year later, and $94 1n Decem-
ber 1968.

The wholesale price index for
Douglas fir lumber, a more com-
prehensive measure of price
changes, shot up 20 percent to
140.3 percent of the 1957-59 base
in the twelve months from Sep-
tember 1967 to September 1968.
These rising prices have brought
new life to the forest products
industry.

The estimated 8.9 billion board
feet of lumber produced 1n the
Douglas fir region 1in 1968 was
10 percent above 1967, although
still fractionally below the total
produced 1n 1964, the most recent
peak year. In the western pine
region, 1968 production was up
about 6 percent from the prior
year.

Plywood production, too, was
soaring, up 14 percent nationally
to a record 14.8 billion sauare
feet. In Washington and Oregon,
output rose 10 percent to 10.1
bilion square feet—also a record.

Combined price and precduction
increases in 1968 can be traced
primarily to the recovery of reci-
dential building and secondarily
to purchases by the military.

Housing starts 1n 1968 topped
1.5 million units, rebounding from
the low 1.3 and 1.2 million of
1967 and 1966. Morevore, the sea-
sonally adjusted pace cf private
housing starts in the third quar-
ter of 1968 picked up to 1.55 mil-
liony and in November exceeded
1.7 muillion.

Both figures support these pre-
dicting a record year for home
construction in 1969.

For the pulp and paper sector,
price changes were comparative-
ly moderate—wood pulp steady,
paper up 2 percent, paperboard
acown 7 percent irom September

1967 to September 1568—as cap-

aclty was ample to permit pro-
ducticn to expand 1in line with
long-run trends. Nationally, pulp-
wood consumption was up 5 per-
ceni; 1n the western reglon, how-
ever, 1t was down sligntly.

As demand for wood products
continues to build, production cap-
ability has come under lncreas-
g pressure — and the factors
which act as a braking force on
the ability of the industry to in-
crease 1ts production have grown
In relative mmporiance.

Shortage of lcgs for processing
1S an ever growlng concern.. In
the short run, a reduction of log
exports may augment local sup-
plies.

Shipments of raw logs from the
Pacific Northwest in 1968 rcach-
ed a record for the sixth con-
secutive year—2 billion board
feet. This was up 27 percent from
the record in 1967 which 1n turn
was 42 percent above 196¢.

Industry representatives talk
about the need for 1nvesting bil-
lions of dollars 1n research to
increase output per acre; about
the development of “super” trees
able to grow straighter, taller, and
faster than at present; and about
various high intensity crop farm-
Ing practices designed to maxi-
mize growth on usable forest
stands.

Private companies are blazing
ploneering techniques in high yield
forestry technology. The Weyer-
hacuser Companv has instigated

on 3.8 million acres of company

land, a process which officials in-
dicate Increases their total supply
of wood fiber per acre by as much
as 33 percent.

Researchers attempt to match
<01l conditions with hybrid seeds
best suited for each local area.
Then fertilizers are added, where
needed, along with periodic thin-
ning {o maximize the overall total
volume of free growth.

Public officials are also looking
for 1ncreased rates of output. Re-
presentatives of the Forest Ser-
vice In October 1968, at Senate
hearings in Washington, D. C,
stated that with sufficient capital
inmvestment the allowable cut from
National Forest lands could be
increased by as much as two-
thirds—and the Forest Service
controls over 40 percent of all
commercial forest lands in the
Ponderosa pine and Douglas fir
regions of the west.

The question the forest pro-
ducts industry must face is whe-
ther growth per acre can be In-
creased sufficiently to offset de-
clines 1n available total timber-
lanu and still provide a margin
to meet the expected increase in
timber requirements.

Failure or success 1n this for-
est products revolution depends
largely not on technical capabil-
ity but rather the willingness and
ability of interested parties—pri-
vate and public—to 1nvest the
huge sums of capital which will
be neecded.

Mrs. Helen Gates spoke on her
family lineage from 1630 to 1909.

In 1676 the first John Gatlin|
was a school master; and taught
the children English and arith-]
metic in his home. In 1683 he
was the first settler in Deerfield,
Massachusetts. On February 29, |
1704 he was killed while defend-
ing his home during the French
and Indian War. |

His son, John Gatlin, Jr. (1803~
1874), was one of the builders of
Wisconsin. At wvarlous times he

served as first postmaster, in the
territorial house of Representa-
tives In Wisconsin, as clerk of
territorial superior court, survey-
ed the lots around the capitol
square at Madison; was the first
Judge (other than Probate) of a
Dane County, Wiscons.n court.

He also helped to establish two
oirls’ schools there, and secured
large land grants for the Univer-
sity: was an attorney. and had|
the first abstract office. He bult
the first house in Madison, and
was Master of the first Masonic
L.odge in Dane County. John Gat-
Iin, Jr. was also President of the
Milwaukee - Mississippi  Railroad
in 1850. |

Mrs. Gates said the widow, Mrs.
Thomas Fitchh and her five sons
came to the United States in 1638.
All of the sons studied for the
ministry, One son, Jama2s, trained
under the Reverends Hooker and
Stone of Hartford, Connecticut.
Later he lived in Windam, Leb-|
anon and Norwich, Connecticut
until 1696.

Reverend James Fitch wrote
and printed the first elaction (re-
ligious) service in 1670. He spoke
the Mohican language, preached
to, and taught the Indians. He
taught them the English ways,
especially to Indian Chief Uncas.
He also wrote three distinct re-
ligious treatises. His stone housel
was the first to be built in Nor-
wich, Connecticut. It was used|
as an early fort to protect the
settlers. |

A descendant, Mary Anne Fitch |
was well educated, and very reli-
gious, In 1837, at the age of 24,
she married James Stranahan of
New York, and 1n 1851 she tour-!
ed Europe. She administered the]
Graham Institute for the Aged
and Destitute, and later the Wo-
men’s Relief Association in 1862
for the United States Sanitary
Commission and raised funds for |
the comfort and care of wound-|
ed Civil War soldiers.

Mrs. Gates spoke of her Revo-
lutionary ancestor, Il.leutenant
John Ormsbhee, who served as a
