A survey of the 1963 razor clam
season, recently completed by shell-
fish biologist Herb Tegelberg, re-
veaied also that clam wastage was
h gher than at any other time. Of
the 12,900,000 clams gug, more than
two million—necarly 18 per cent—
were wasted, left on the beach with
shells broken or high and dry where
they could not dig down to continue
_life. '

{" Tegelberg said that the gereral
. below-average abundance condition
now evident at nearly all beaches
and the poor reproduction experi-
enoed in 1962 and 1963 iz strong
evidence that steps should be teken
to keep the catch potential in bal-
, ance with production. It is ironic,
he said, that the present need for
regulation fadjustments may be
traced primarily to excessive wast-
age.

1963 Commercial Seaso!

The commercial razor clam sea-
son in 1963 was a short one., Clam
bed svailability was excellent and
228,000 pounds were taken in the
nine-day (April 18-26) season in
the area from the Copalis River
north to the Moclips River. A good
average dig of 51 pounds was re-
corded on fish receiving ticgkets.
Average clam size was 4.5 inches,
smaller than in 1962, but larger
than in either 1960 or 1961. Clams
averaged 41/3 to the pound and
total take was nearly one million
clams. Commercial digger license
sales totalled 1,071 and in addition
many Indlans dug during the sea-
son.

The most concentrated commer-
cial digging was noted between
Copalis Rocks and Boone Creek
(Iron Springs). while digging ef-
fort was less than half that ex-
pected between the Copalis River
and Copalis Rocks, due partly to
access difficulty. An estimated
59,500 pounds were retained for
personsal use by commercially
lcensed diggers and 168,000 pounds
were sold. Of the latter, 53 per cent
went for crab bait, 26 per cent was
cleaned for the fresh market and
|20 per cent was canned. An esti-
i mated 48,000 pounds were shipped
ito Oregon and California, mostly
for crab bait. The average price

'paid diggers was 186 cents per |

pound.

-Section 4: The Board of Trustees
of the Corporation shall hold regu-
lar meetings on the 3rd Wednesday
of January each year, and special
meetings as the President shall
deem necessary for the competent
mannagement of the affairs of the
corporation.

Section 5: Each member of the
Board of Trustees shall possess one
vote in matters coming before the
Board. All voting at meetings of
the Board of Trustees shall be by
each member in person and voting
by proxy shall not be allowed. Four
Members of the Board of Trustees
shall constitute a quorum.

Section 6: Any Trustee may bhe
removed from office by a majority
vote of the membership at any
regular or special meeting of the
membership of the corporation.
Notice of the proposed removal of
a Trustee must be given to such

Trustee prior to the date of the
meeting at which such removal is
fo be voted upon. Such notice to
the Trustee must state the cause
for the proposed removal.

Section 7: Unexcused absence
from 3 consecutive meetings of the
Board of Trustees shall be due
cause for removal of a trustee.

Section 8: Any vacancy occurring
on the Board of Trustees by reason
of the death, resignation, or re-
moval of a Trustee shall be filled
by appointment by unanimous vote
of remaining members. Such ap-
pointee shall serve during the un-
expired term of the Trustee whose
position has become vacant.

Section 9: Within a reasonable
time atfer their election, the mem-
bers of the Board of Trustees shall
elect from their number the fol-
lowing officers: President, Vice
President and Secretary-Treasurer.
All such officers shall be officers
of the corporation,

ARTICLE THREE
Duties of Officers

Section 1: President. The Presi-
dent of the Board of Trustees shall
supervise all activities of the cor-
poration; execute all instruments
in its behalf; preside at all meet-
ings of the Board of Trustees and
of the membership of the corpor-
ation; call such meetings of the
membership as shall be deemed
necessary, other than the annual
meeting of the membership; and
perform such other duties usually
inherent in such office.

Salmon Punch

Cards Required

Many questions are being asked
the Department of Fisheries and
various salmon punch card outlets
on the use of the punch cards now
required for all sports salmon an-
glers in Washington.

Some of the questions asked most
Ifrtéquent;ly, along with answers, fol-
ow:

QUESTION: Are all sports an-
glers fishing for salmon required to
have a punch card?

ANSWER: Yes. Anyone fishing
for salmon for personal use in any
stream. body of fresh water or salt
water within the state or in coastal
waters is required to have a salmon
punch card.

QUESTION: When should =2
puzich be removed from the card?
ANSWER: A punch should be
taken from the card immediately
after catching a salmon and the
date, stream or lake or marine area
where caught should be written
on the card in the space provided
for such information.

QUESTION: When should the
card be returned?

ANSWER: Cards must be re-
turned to the Department of Fish-
eries by Feb. 1, 1965. However, when
a card is punched out, or less than
six punches remain, a fisherman
may get a new one by turning in
the used one at any Department of
Fishsries office or any punch card
supplier. Second, and subsequent
cards, will not have a printed num-
ber, so the fisherman or supplier
should put the number of his fifst
card on the new one followed by
“A” for the second, “B” for the
third and so on.

QUESTION: Should & fisherman
have more than one card at a
time?

ANSWER: Absolutely not! Each
fisherman is entitled to have only
"ne salmon punch card at a time.
As noted before, the cards are free
and when one is punched out an-
nther may be obtained.
OUESTION: Should telephone
numbers be put on the cards in the
space provided?

ANSWER: Yes. The telephone
number of the fisherman should be
included along with the address, be-
cause follow-ups will be made by
biologists through personal inter-
views and phone calls in selected
samples to gain more information.
This information will be used to
better manage the salmon stocks
and will be of benefit to fishermen
in the future.

QUESTION: Where may cards be
obtained?

The Department of Fisheries
earnestly requests the cooperation
of all sports salmon fishermen in
using the punch card, Fisheries
Director George Starlund said. In-
formation gained from the cards
wil be tremendously helpful in com-
piling statistics on the number of
salmon fishermen, number of
salmon caught, distribution of
catch, when caught, etc. This in-
formation wil be used to better
meanage this important resource, so
in effect each sportsman will be
contributing to more salmon in the
future,

Starlund also said that, while it
is the hope of the department to
secure the full support of sport
salmon fishermen, it should be re-
membered that the punch card
regulation makes it unlawful not to
take out a punch after landing a
salmon or to alter, change, borrow
or loan a punch card. If sport fish-
ermen will keep this in mind, it will
save them embarrasment.

The Articles of Incorporation
of the Quillayute Valley Scholarship Fund

Section 3: At any meeting of the
membership of the corporation 4
members present in person shall
constitute a quorum. Each member
50 present shall be entitled to one
vote.

Section 4: Any member of the
corporation may be removed by a
majority vote of the membership
of the corporation et e regular or
special meeting of the membership.
Notice of such proposed removal
must be given to the member
sought to be removed prior to the
meeting at which the question is
to be voted upon.

ARTICLE TWO
Management

Section 1: The business and prop-
erty of the Quillayute Valley School
Distriet Scholarship Fund, Incor-
porated, shall be managed by a
board of seven trustees,

Bection 2: The trustees of the
corporation shall be elected by a
majority vote of the membership of
the corporation at the annual meet~
ing of the membership, which shall
be the beginning of the corpora-
tion year.

Section 3: The term of office of
the Trustees of the corporation shall
be for one year.

Section 4: The Board of Trustees
of the Corporation shall hold regu-
lar meetings on the 3rd Wednesday
of January each year, and special
meetings as the President shall
deem necessary for the eompetent
mannagement of the affairs of the
corporation.

Section §°

eIty of

Bach member of the

Board of Trustees shall possess one
vote in matters coming before the
Board. All voting at meetings of
the Board of Trustees shall be by
each member in person and voting
by proxy shall not be allowed. Four
Members of the Board of Trustees
shall constitute a quorum.

Section 6: Any Trustee may be
removed from office by a majority
vote of the membership at any
regular or special meeting of the
membership of the corporation.
Notice of the proposed removal of
a Trustee must be given to such

Trustee prior to the date of the
meeting at which such removal is
fo be voted upon. Such notice to
the Trustee must state the cause
for the proposed removal.

Section 7: Unexcused absence
from 3 consecutive meetings of the
Board of Trustees shall be due
cause for removal of a trustee.

Section 8: Any vacancy occurring
on the Board of Trustees by reason
of the death, resignation, or re-
moval of a Trustee shall be filled
by appointment by unanimous vote
of remaining members. Such ap-
pointee shall serve during the un-
expired term of the Trustee whose
position has become vacant.

Section 9: Within a reasonable
time atfer their election, the mem-
bers of the Board of Trustees shall
elect from their number the fol-
lowing officers: President, Vice
President and Secretary-Treasurer.
All such officers shall be officers
of the corporation.

ARTICLE THREE
Duties of Offfcers

Section 1: President. The Presi-
dent of the Board of Trustees shall
supervise all activities of the cor-
poration; execute sall instruments
in its behalf; preside at all meet-
ings of the Board of Trustees and
of the membership of the corpor-
ation; call such meetings of the
membership as shall be deemed
necessary, other than the annual
meeting of the membership; and
perform such other duties usually
inherent in such office.

Section 2: Vice President. The
Vice President of the Board of
Trustees shall act for the President
in his absence and perform such
other acts as the President may
direct.

Bection 3: Secretary. It shall be
the duty of the Secretary of the
Board of Trustees to keep all rec-
ords of the Board of Trustees and
of the corporation, and to perform
such other acts as the President
may direct.

Section 4: Treasurer. The Treas-
urer shall receive and be acount-
able for all funds belonging to the
Corporation; pay all obligations in-
curred by the Corporation when
payment is authorized by Trustees;
maintain bank accounts in deposi-
tories designated by the Board of
Trustees; and render periodic finan-
cial reports.

ARTICLE FOUR
Amendments

These by laws may be amended
by a two-thirds vote of the Trustees
of the corporation at a regularly
called meeting thereof.
