The railroad enmpany selected Miller’s
land as indemnity for lands lost within
the Yakima Indian reservation, but the
secretary says, in as rauch as the supreme
court said in the Butts case, that ‘‘the
fee simple title to lands within the Indi-
an reservation passed by grant to the
company, subject to right of occupancy
by the Indians, to company 18 not
entitled to indemnity for lands within
in said reservation and which have

passed to it by its grant.”

“The effect of this decision is far reach-
ing and will affect about 800 cases now
pending in the general land office. and
probably the claims of many other set-
tlers, which have not reached the com-
missioner. Denial of the right of the
company to indemnity for lands within
the Yakima Indian reservation is said to
be equally applicable to other Indian res-
ervations along the line of the road, and
will have the effect of reducing the indemn-
nity claims of the company very largely,

probably to the extent of a milion and a |

half acres.”’ _

Syndicate Buying Timber Land.

Minneapolis, Aug. 13 —It is reported
here that a syndicate, backed by Berln
capitalists, is secretly buying up all the
available timber lands in Minnesota and
Wisconsin, and already vast tracts have
been secured, and other tracts are being
In some instances
nearly twice the ruling figures for pine
lands have been paid for desirable tracts:

It is sincerely to be hoped that the
rank and file, as well as the officers, of the

Their
brooms will soon be in the market and
will bear the Knights of Labor label.

The painters of Nashville, Tenn., have
formed a permanent organization as a
branch of the Brotherbhood of Painters
and Decorators. The object of the Broth-
erhood is to create a fund for sick bene-
fits, issue policies payable at death, and
to promote harmonious feelings between

employer and employee. .
The 1machine shoemakers in many

large factories of Haverhill, Mass., have
received two reduotions in wages within

the past two months, and it is expected
that the turned workmen will receive a
like visitation from the unchecked man-
ufacturers before long. The impunity
displayed by the manufacturers of that
place is accounted for by the fact that
their employees are praeticdlly defence-
less through lack of organization.
