- THE CHINOOK WIND,

Under this head the Governor of the
Territory says:

The Chinook wind, so called by the In-
dians, because it eame to them from the
direction of the country of the Chinooks.
Thig 1sa balmy wind, coming from the
ogreat Japanese current, of the Pacific
Ocean. In the summer itis a cool wind,
and tempers the heat of summer go that
nowhere in Washington Territory do peo-
ple fall down with sun-strokes. "In the
winter 1t 1s a warm, moist wind, and is
sometimes slightly odoriferous, as if spice-
laden from the tropics. It is so gentle
upon ordinary oceasions that its presence
could not be noted by its motion, and it
i3 almost miraculous in its effects. Snow
and ice disappear before it with rapidity,
and 11 seems to be able to blow for long
distances between walls of colder air with-
out parting with its heat. Sometimes it
constittites an upper current, i which
case the remarkable spectacle 13 witness-
ed of snow melting from the mountain
tops while thermometers in the valleys
register below the {reezing point. At
other times 1t 1s the surface current, and
follows the valleys and gorges as a flood
might follow them. Ii seems {o bLear
healing upon its wings, like Sandalphon,

' the Angel of Prayer, and it is not difficalt |

to concelve that the Indians would wish
to personify 1t in order to fix upon it their
devotions. '

“Halibut.—-The common halibut cf the
Atlantic coast, Hippoglossuz vulgaris, is
anl Arctic species which seems to be iden-
treal with the variety found in the North
Atlantic, but difiers in not being as fat.
The fing also. which in the Fastern States
are considered as laxaries, and are salted
and {taken by vessels for sea storeg, are
mere skin and cartilaee.

THE NEED OF A COUNTY ROAD.

Clallam County should have one main
wagon road extending from the County
line on the east to the Quillayate Country
" on the west. - Muech of this road i1s already
made andin splendid order the year round
There is a portion ip the vieinity of Se
quim in the extreme East End of the

County that should at onee be extended

{o a connection with the Jefferson County
road in that vicinity, Next, but first in
importance, is the porlion uncompleted
between Dungeness and this place. About
five miles of this road is in very bad con-
dition all seasons of the year and the
crossing at Morses Creek,—if such 1t can
be called—1is perfectly impassible for wa-
gons. Some of the flnect land in the Ter-
ritory lies along this road. Il 1its cost
should be as much as $1000 per mile it
would be a splendid investment for the
‘County to appropriate that amount fog
ten miles of road Eastof Port Angeles
and double this amount for roads in the
“West End of the County. This policy
pursued for the next five years would re-
qult in increasing our population ten-fold,
and the assessment roll onehundred fold.

We do not think it just to place this
whole burden upon the present tax-payers,
nor paid off in one year. It should be
placed in the shape. of bonds running
five and ten years, end at ¢s low a rate of
interest as possible. A five mill tax per
year on the assessable property of the

Rights of Morgagees, Assignees and Trans-

ferees under Homestead and FPreemp-
tion Laws in Cases of Defeclive Fi-
nal Yroof—Progress of Legisla-
tion,

Seeretary Vilas has recently made some
important decisions upon the questions
respecting rights of mortgagees, assignees,
&e., of homestead and pre-emption entry-
men, where defects in publication of no-
tice of intention to make final proof, and
in the proof itself, have been discovered
long after the issuance of final certificate.

In one case the entryman’s testimony
was evagive, tending to prove bad faith,
and it could not be determined by the
proof what actual time had been spent on
the land or how great had heen the peri-
ods of absence. 'T'he Commissioner of the
General Liond Office held the entry for
| cancellation, because it was considered
Pan attempt to obtain title to the. land
throuch {raud amd in evasihu of law.”
The eutryman failed to appeal, and an
appeal was presented by the mortgagee.
The commissioner refused to recognize
the mortgagee as a party interested in
the matter, and on appeal to him the Sec-.
retary heldthat the “claimant, not having
appealed, is barred, the norigagee
should be permitted to submit supple-
mentary proof regarding claimants resi-
dence and good faith prior to the ssunance
of finul certificate,” and he allowed such
action to be taken within sixty days.

In another case, the land having been
erromeously deseribed in the published
notice of 1utention to make final proof,
throveh no fault of the enwyman, and
the land having been conveyed to another,
and the entryman’s address being un-
known, the Secretary held that the rights
of the grontee may be protected and the
defect cured by the subsegquent pubhca-
tion by the register and receiver of a no-
tice inviting protest against the 1ssuance
of patent on the entry, and if no protest
| be made, giving reasouns why the proof
already made should not be accepted, pa-

tent, should be issned.
